4 Take online placement test (new students only)

An admitted new student needs to take the online Chinese placement test (written test only) within the specified
period. The student will be assigned to a corresponding class based on the test result. Current students will be
assigned to classes directly according to their language level the previous term. In the 1st week, students are
allowed to change the course level within a specific timeframe.
